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The HASFR footprint projects are, in a way, our
"footprint™ that we leave long after we have moved
on. These projects help ensure that history stays
here, instead of being replaced by something that
does not have the historical significance.

Right now HASFR is working to repair or replace an
1855 tombstone from our cemetery that recently
broke. Mary Rogers died here at Fort Riley during a
cholera outbreak and is one of only three markers
that date back that far. Unfortunately, Arlington has
only authorized the purchase of the government style
markers as replacements, which are the standard for
military personnel. Finding the funds to repair the
historic tombstone, so that it can remain in place, has
become an issue, and this is where HASFR has
stepped in.

tombstone that we are working to repair or replace
with a historically accurate replica.
